I often use the Amherst and Kentville Registry of Deeds records as sources of information for my research on the history of the Parrsborough Township. I appreciate your interest in my concerns regarding the new digital Registry of Deeds system called Property on Line.

The users of the Nova Scotia Registry of Deeds tend to be in two categories. There are the history and genealogy researchers and the second group is comprised of researchers employed by legal firms, land survey companies, and real estate offices. It is my impression that we all have concerns regarding the use and cost of the Property on Line system; however, at the moment, I am aware of limitations in this system that affect my personal research.  The ability to search for information is very limited and it severely restricts access unless you already know what you need.  That is not generally the nature of historical research.
